Making PaymentMaking Payment

�� When all requirements for release have When all requirements for release have 
been met, Contract Manager processes been met, Contract Manager processes 
payment.payment.

�� Payment may include adjustments (+ or Payment may include adjustments (+ or --) ) 
for previous months.for previous months.

�� Payment is subtotaled by Service Family, Payment is subtotaled by Service Family, 
upon which rate is based.upon which rate is based.

Itemizing Services RecognizedItemizing Services Recognized

�� Periodically or upon request, HIVCS generates and Periodically or upon request, HIVCS generates and 
distributes Master Itemization Report (MIR).distributes Master Itemization Report (MIR).

�� MIR lists services recognized in payment system  (i.e. MIR lists services recognized in payment system  (i.e. 
those already paid plus those in the payment queue).  those already paid plus those in the payment queue).  
Shows client id, date, service type.Shows client id, date, service type.

�� Completes the circle, showing service providers the Completes the circle, showing service providers the 
clientclient--level data on which theylevel data on which they’’re being paid.  Useful for re being paid.  Useful for 
diagnostic purposes (identifying particular services that diagnostic purposes (identifying particular services that 
were or were not recognized).were or were not recognized).
